This week we are informed of the first 20 of the 613 commandments. There are 9 positive and 11 negative commandments. They include,
Eating Matzah and Marror on the night of Pesach,

Discussing the exodus from Egypt on the night of Passover,
Eradicating chometz (leaven) for the 7 days of Pesach and
Adorning ourselves with Tefillin on weekdays.

We also read of last 3 plagues that Hashem brought against the Egyptians. After the killing of the firstborns, Pharoh had enough and kicked the Jews out of his land. However, the Jews did not leave until the next afternoon to show everyone that Hashem runs the world and will do things on his terms. 
I think we can take an important lesson away from this week’s Sedra. The Jews were instructed to stay indoors eating Matzah while all the craziness went on around them. This could be seen as the Jews putting their feet up while Hashem worked his magic on their behalf. We should internalise this message and realize that everything comes from Hashem. We don’t need to do anything. It all comes directly from him. Even though sometimes we need to do our bit, we still need to understand it is really the work of Hashem.
